Version b): In the concerto for harpsichord and stgs. in f minor BWV 1056
the same movement is found, but there the solo voice (harpsichord instead
of oboe) is much more elaborated. The sinfonia (and the concerto
movement) consists of two parts, and in transcription b) | have added a bar
(bar 7) in order to make it possible to repete the two parts. In the repetitional
parts the more elaborated solo voice from the harpsichord cencerto has
been used.
