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This little trumpet fanfare was written by the celebrated Bach-trumpeter and town-piper
Gottfried Wilhelm Reiche which was not allowed to be portrayed with a baroque trumpet.
It seems that the privileges of the field trumpeters outweighed those of Reiche. Fortunately,
a portrait of Reiche was painted by Elias Gottlob Haussmann (1695-1774) as a great
master holding an instrument similar to the corno-di-caccia in one hand and holding this
small piece of virtuoso music with the other hand.
