Secondly, That though there are fome who object to

fo great a number of Tunes, and recommend the ufe of
five or fix only, yet it is well known that fo few are not
fufricient, becaufe that number mult be repeated almoft e-

very Sunday for want ofgreater variety, and a great num-
ber ofthePfalins, efpecially the new Verfion, being in par-

ticularMeafures, would therefore never be ufed; or elfe

Thirdly. That though the Supplement to the new Ver-

fion of Pfalms has fupplied us'with feveral good Tunes,

which are now in common ufe, there were ftill morewan-

ting, as will plainly appear upon a due examination of it.

This deficiency is here abundantly fupplied,8c feveral

Tunes in the Supplement, k other Collections that were

incorrectly printed, and in improper Keys, as alfo in but

two Parts; are here corrected, and Parts added to them.

Cliff, agreeable to the defign of theCompofers, which in

fact, is agreeable to the Rules of Gompofition; though molt

Publilhers of Pfalm Times have put the Air of the Tunes in

the Tenor Cliff, and made the Treble a kind of an innerRirtto

fill up the Harmony, but this is entirely wrong, bccaule the

Treble Part being the higheft, always claims the Melody as its

own Property, and every Scale of Voice has fomething pecu-
liarly relative to its Kind; for as yi/.'Y7tf//w?/obferves, "&•

'The Soprano has generally moft Volubility, and becomes it^

'belt, andalfo equally the Pathetick. The Contr'Alto more
' ofthe Pathetick than the Volubility; the Tenor lefs of the

« Pathetick, but more of the Volubility than the ContrAlto,
4 though not fo much as the Soprano. The Bafs,in general
1 more pompous than any, but fhould not be fo boifteroous
4 as now too often practiced .

How ever, it is certain that the Melodies of all the
Pfalm Tunes were originally fet in the Treble Cliff, writh

the other Parts under them, as appears by the firft Publica-

tion of them by their feveral Cotnpofers, and the alteration

before mentioned, has been made by fome ofthe grcateftNo-
vices in the Science, who have publifhed them fo, in oppo-

fition to the opinion of the mofl. eminent Matters.
Nothing is more common than for FracTionerS in plain

Pfalinody not to be taught theufe of the Appoggiatura,whdl

was invented to adorn the Art of Singing, and is a lifrleNbte

placed immediately before a great one, for the arri-vingmore

gracefully to it; it is therefore hoped that thofe who think

proper to introduce any of the following Tunes, will make
ufe of the Appoggiaturas where ever they are marked.
