It is WW II (54) nr 61 in the edition Smijers, and 27.2 in NJE, which spells the first word as a. I used the text,
from the Smijers edition, correcting the positioning to modern opinions. Beneath you will find a translation

in English by David Wyatt, with his permission, and one in Dutch by me.

The original clefs are C1, C4 and F3. I minimised the editorial accidentals. I copied the colorated notes from
the manuscript as triplets. In places where they seem to conflict with pointed notes in one or both other voices
I moved the eighth notes slightly to the left, to facilitate performance. You may hear the difference, however,
in the midi file. There seems to be some consistency in the use of colorated notes. But feel free to neglect

all the triplets, by playing them as pointed notes, just like most editors print.
