Detta sker genom notutgavor av musik som inte lingre ir skyd-
dad av upphovsritten, samt texter om tonsittarna och deras verk. Texterna
publiceras i projektets databas pé internet, liksom fritt nedladdningsbara
notutgévor. Huvudman 4r Kungl. Musikaliska akademien i samarbete med
Musik- och teaterbiblioteket och Svensk Musik.

Kungl. Musikaliska akademien grundades 1771 av Gustav III med in-
damalet att frimja tonkonsten och musiklivet i Sverige. Numera ir akade-
mien en fristdende institution som forenar tradition med ett aktive engage-
mang i dagens och morgondagens musikliv.

Swedish Musical Heritage and
The Royal Swedish Academy of Music

The purpose of Swedish Musical Heritage is to make accessible forgotten
gems of Swedish music and make them a natural feature of the contemporary
repertoire and musicology. This it does through editions of sheet music that
is no longer protected by copyright, and texts about the composers and their
works. This material is available in the project’s online database, where the
sheet music can be freely downloaded. The project is run under the auspices
of the Royal Swedish Academy of Music in association with the Music and
Theatre Library of Sweden and Svensk Musik.

The Royal Swedish Academy of Music was founded in 1771 by King
Gustav III in order to promote the composition and performance of music in
Sweden. Today, the academy is an autonomous institution that combines tra-
dition with active engagement in the contemporary and future music scene.

Berittelsen om Hermann Berens liv och verksamhet visar i det lilla vilken
betydelse forbindelserna med tyskt musikliv under lang tid hade f6r musik-
odlingen i Sverige. Atskilliga musiker rérde sig mellan linderna — och man
kan till och med tinka sig att tyskan var ett fullt gdngbart sprik i Stockholms
centrala musikkretsar.

Hermann Berens féddes 1826 i Hamburg. Han fick sin inledande musikut-
bildning av fadern Carl Berens, ﬂéjtist och tonsittare, som fick sin huvudsak-
liga birgning som militdr musikledare. Hermann Berens maste ha utvecklats
till en skicklig pianist redan i unga &r, eftersom han vid 19 ars &lder gjorde
vida turnéer med den italienska operasingerska Marietta Alboni.

Den ambulerande tillvaron som pianist bér ha fortsatt, dven om killorna
tiger. 23 ar gammal kom han hur som helst till Stockholm med en pianokvin—
tett med idel tyska medlemmar. Ensemblen gjorde ett begrinsat antal fram-
tridanden, innan den splittrades.

Hermann Berens anstilldes ganska snart som musikalisk informator pa
Falkena siteri, sydv'dst om Orebro. Dir undervisade han familjens tre dottrar
— den éldsta dottern, Mathilda, skulle bli hans hustru. Frin informatorstjins-
ten i Falkena var det inte le‘ingt till Orebro, dir han 1849 fick tjidnsten som
regementets musikaliske ledare, siledes samma slags arbete som fadern hade.
I Orebro deltog den unge pianisten och gode singaren ocksi livligt i stadens
musikliv.

1860 ﬂyttade Berens med sin familj till Stockholm, dir han anlitades som
kapellmistare vid Mindre teatern. Det uppdraget innebar ocks att férse
uppsittningarna med musik. Han fick dirutéver uppdraget att leda elev-
orkestern vid Musikaliska akademiens undervisningsverk, det som senare blev
Musikkonservatoriet. Senare blev han lirare i komposition och instrument,
utnimnd till professor 1868. 1863 blev han kapel]mistare vid Dramatiska
teatern.

Hermann Berens musikaliska produktion 4r bade omfattande och varierad.
En stor del av verken skrevs infor bestimda framférandetillfillen: kammar-
musik infor salongskvéillar, skfidespelsmusik infor teaterpremidrer. Eftersom
han fick manga verk publicerade, kan man ocksi tinka sig att férléggare
bestillde musik av Berens. Merparten av hans produktion skrevs ddrfér med
ivriga anvindare vintande utanfor dérren.

Verken vittnar om en tekniskt kunnig upphovsman med goda insikter i
tidens musikaliska sprak. Fastin han levde stdrre delen av sitt liv i Sverige, har
hans musik knappast svensk eller nordisk féirg, utan 4r i stillet starkt anknu-
ten till uppvixtens musikmiljoer. Hans férméga att anpassa sina kompositio-
ner efter den aktuella genren méste ocksd nimnas som kinnetecken.

Hermann Berens invaldes som ledamot i Kungl. Musikaliska akademien

1864. Han avled i Stockholm 1880.

Hermann Berens

The story of Hermann Berens’ life and career amounts to a microcosm of
the long-lasting importance of German connections for Swedish music. A
fair number of musicians moved back and forth between the two countries,
and German may actually have been a perfectly viable lingua franca with
Stockholm’s inner music circles.

Hermann Berens was born in Hamburg in 1826. He received his first music
education at the hands of his father, Carl Berens, flautist and composer, who
worked mainly as a military director of music. Hermann Berens must have
developed into a skilful pianist in early years, because at the tender age of
19 he went on extensive concert tours with the Italian opera singer Marietta
Alboni.

His ambulatory existence as a pianist probably continued, even though the
sources tell us nothing about it. Be this as it may, at the age of 23 he arrived in
Stockholm together with an all-German piano quintet which gave a limited
number of performances before splitting up.

Hermann Berens was quite soon taken on as music tutor at Falkena Siteri, a
manorial estate to the southwest of Orebro, where he taught the three daugh-
ters of the family, the eldest of whom, Matilda, later became his wife. From
the Falkena tutorship it was but a short step to Orebro, where in 1849 he was
appointed regimental director of music — following in his father’s footsteps.
The young pianist, who was also blessed with a good singing voice, played a
very active part in the town’s music-making.

In 1860 Berens and his family moved to Stockholm, where he was engaged
as orchestral conductor at the theatre Mindre teatern. His duties included the
writing of incidental music. In addition, he was given charge of the student
orchestra at the educational institution of the Royal Swedish Academy of Mu-
sic, later to become the Royal Conservatory of Music. He eventually became a
composition and instrumental teacher, and in 1868 was made a professor. In
1863 he became principal conductor at the Royal Opera.

The music output of Hermann Berens is both copious and varied. Many
of his compositions were occasional pieces: chamber music for salon soirées,
incidental music for theatrical first nights. Given that many of his works were
published, he may well have received commissions from music publishers.
Most of his output, therefore, was written with keen users eagerly waiting at
the door.

The compositions testify to a technically proficient author with a good
insight into the musical language of his time. Even though most of his life was
spent in Sweden, his music can hardly be ascribed a Swedish or Nordic tinge,
but is instead closely tied to the musical environments of his formative years.
His capacity for adapting his compositions to the relevant genre is another
characteristic deserving of mention.

Hermann Berens was elected to membership of the Royal Swedish Academy
of Music in 1864. He died in Stockholm in 1880.

Levande Musikarv’s (Swedish Musical Heritage’s) emendated editions are edito-
rially revised and corrected versions of previously printed material, with com-
ments on the corrections and amendments inserted as footnotes.
